31 year old male, S/P renal transplantation one year prior to admission. Ten months after transplantation he developed a tender nodule on the left thigh which subsequently ulcerated. A skin biopsy was diagnosed as Apyoderma gangrenosum@. AFB and GMS stains were negative for organisms. Three months later, the patient was admitted with four additional cutaneous ulcers ranging in size from 2 to 5 cm. Lesions were present on the lower leg and abdomen.  A repeat skin biopsy was performed
