SOFT TISSUE:

· Present criteria for distinguishing lipomatous lesions with
recurring/progressive behavior from benign lesions, including the use of
appropriate adjunctive studies.
· Review the diagnostic categories of myxoid lesions that border the
benign/malignant threshold.
· Present criteria for distinguishing myxoid lesions with malignant
behavior from benign lesions, including the use of appropriate adjunctive
studies.
