DIAGNOSTIC TALLY
Lymphoma NOS.....................................Unan
Follow-up:  Patient died with extensive Aspergillosis 10 days after CHOP chemotherapy was begun.  
Note: Immunohistochemical stains show the cells to be 

positive for CD3 and negative for CD4, CD 8, CD5 
and CD 7.  In situ EBV is positive.

Follow-up:  The patient is well at three years with no evidence of disease.
