Serum AFP, PSA and CA 19-9 were normal.

59 year old female undergoes clinical workup for Cushing’s syndrome with high urinary cortisol and ACTH and failed high-dose dexamethasone suppression test. The patient initially presented with PCP pneumonia. CT scan reveals multiple low-density hepatic lesions concerning for metastatic disease. Bilateral adrenal hyperplasia was also noted. Patient clinically deteriorated and subsequently died of possible sepsis.

Clinical diagnosis- “Mono neuritis multiplex/chronic inflammatory demyelinating polyneuropathy”. An ulnar nerve biopsy was performed.
