30-year-old male with left cervical lymph node excision.

2-year-old boy with recent onset of epileptic staring and drooling episodes. Large partially cystic/solid heterogenously contrast-enhancing calcified left frontoparietal mass identified, reportedly “shelled out” by neurosurgery.
